Still on the subject of “When and When Not to Double”

A frequent understanding, in the case of suit contracts, is that double of a confidently bid game or
slam calls for an unusual lead. This means the defender on lead can not lead trumps or any suit bid by
either of the defenders. Generally, such doubles suggest a void and it is up to partner to find it. For
example, sitting North would you bid 7 spades or risk a double with:

J1082

North passed because of the 4 card spade length. East opened 1 heart and South bid 2 spades. West
bid 3 diamonds and North bid 4 clubs. East bid 6 hearts and South bid 6 spades. This was passed
around to East who now bid 7 diamonds. West converted to 7 hearts and you have a bid.

The actual North doubled, since the partnership had a firm agreement that the double asked for an
unusual lead. North/South had bid both black suits, so South led the 7 of diamonds, for down one and
a near top.

Five-Level Doubles
The issue at the five level is quite different. The hand, instead, belongs to you and the opponents are
sacrificing. Will you score better if you go on to the five level or do you stop and double the oppo-
nents? A lot of matchpoints have been lost on this decision. Experts have devised their own individ-
ual methodology for handling five level decisions. Here is one that works.

HOW PARTNERS CAN HANDLE THE FIVE LEVEL DECISION
WHEN IT IS CLEARLY THEIR HAND

Your Position Passing Bidding On Doubling
Second Hand Shows interest Shows extra values, Shows:
In the five level not previously shown -Minimum values
A forcing pass and/or Defensive
Situation values in Opp’s suit
Your Position Passing Bidding On Doubling
Fourth Hand Shows Shows near slam Shows not enough values
(partner has already agreement with values or highly to accept partner’s
passed or doubled) partner’s double distributional hand invitation to the 5 level

In the above partnership arrangement, there are several factors at work. Most important of all, it is a
partnership decision with inputs from both sides. Note that partner’s second hand double is reversi-
ble and represents just an input to the final decision. Obviously, combining the information from both
hands improves the decision-making process. The tendency is not to go to the five level unless you
really have a good reason—extra values that you haven’t yet shown or unusual distribution.
